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Are We Too Busy Communicating to Connect?
MIT Professor Sherry Turkle Explores the Impact of Technology on Communication 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Irvine, CA – (October 19, 2011) – On Wednesday, November 30, 2011, Sherry Turkle, Abby Rockefeller Mauzé Professor at MIT, will present “Technology as the Architect of our Intimacies,” a talk that examines the changes occurring in human relationships as a result of technology.  The presentation, hosted by UC Irvine’s Center for Research on Information Technology and Organizations, will take place from 4:00 to 5:30 p.m. in the Calit2 Auditorium at UC Irvine.  
Turkle will discuss how technology offers us substitutes for direct face-to-face connections with people. She will explore how technology – as we instant message, e-mail, text, and Twitter – redraws the boundaries between intimacy and solitude, and how as technology ramps up, our emotional lives ramp down.  She will also examine why we are too busy communicating to think, too busy communicating to create, and paradoxically, too busy communicating to connect with the people who matter.
